Dogs are to be kept under the immediate
control of their owners and held on a leash no
less than six feet in length. Owners are respon-
sible for providing their own shade and picking
up after their animals.

6. Alcohol- This is a kid/family friendly
chem free event. Alcohol and all other
intoxicants are forbidden.

7. Food- There will be a staffed kitchen selling
meals, snacks, and beverages during event
hours.

8. Fire- Fire rings will be available for use in
approved areas, firewood will be available.

9. Children- All children are to be supervised by
an adult at all times.
